Remove the drawer as per instructions ( 5 to 9 on previous page)

Included in the box is a template for fixing the handles at our recom-
mended heights.

Tape this in place in the centre of the front of the drawer front and mark 
the locations of the relevant handle holes.

Clamp a piece of wood on the back of the drawer (being careful not to 
damage the front) and drill through carefully from the front. See figure 
10.

Screw handles into place.

Re-install drawers ensuring that the drawer box clicks back into place.

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INSTALLING HANDLES

Once the basin is plumbed in finish by securing to the washstand with a silicone sealant (not supplied).

Ceramic Isocast

When using a Ceramic basin, it is required to use rubber 
extrusion supplied in fixing pack. To apply rubber extrusion to 
top edge of side panel, remove 3M seal and apply.

*This component is not required for isocast basins*

Ensure rubber extrusion is applied to the unit prior to siliconing.
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
